The project was
targeted to sensitise and involve
students on environmental is-
sues, added Amutha.

One of the students said they
would also be distributing the
seed balls in places of worship in
and around the district as prasa-
dam for a long-term benefit. The
NSS unit also plans to throw seed
balls in Chenganatham, Palam-
athi and Sathuvachari hills, as
part of the project. Greening of
the hills will help the city in
bringing down its temperature
during summer.

In the third week of October,
when students would complete
their exams, the NSS unit would
resume the distribution of seed

balls to accomplish the target of
one lakh seed balls this year, said
Amutha. The project would goon
for the next two years to complete
the distribution of 3 lakh seed
balls and was expected to have a
considerable impact on the envi-
ronment of the district, she
added.

Anbarasan of the Samarpan-
am Trust said the trust had been
helping the students in preparing
seed balls at the college campus.
“We provided the seeds and gave
the know-how on preparing the
seed balls,” he said. Though we
couldn’t launch the project last
year due to various reasons, from
this year, we would be able to
achieve our target,” he added.
