Mass Blood
Screening test of Haemoglobin is one such initiative considered an appropriate milestone

As part of the Golden Jubilee celebrations, a Mass Blood Screening Test for Haemoglobin is
proposed as a milestone initiative. This significant activity not only commemorates 50 years of
dedicated service by the NSS unit of Auxilium College but also addresses a crucial health

concern among young women

The primary objective of the initiative was to conduct large-scale screening for anaemia, create
awareness on preventive health, and set a World Record in the India Book of Records (IBR)
and Asia Book of Records (ABR) for the largest mass haemoglobin screening. Anaemia
remains a major public health concern in India, affecting nearly 50% of women aged 15-24
years, as reported by NFHS-5. This condition significantly impacts academic performance,
work capacity, and maternal health outcomes, making it a critical issue to address among young
women. By organizing this screening, the project not only aimed to identify and address
anaemia at an early stage but also to promote health consciousness and empower women
through awareness and education. Furthermore, this initiative aligns with key Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs), including SDG 3: Good Health and Well-being, SDG 5: Gender
Equality, and SDG 4: Quality Education, by integrating health awareness into educational

institutions and contributing to the overall well-being and empowerment of women.

Hospitals, Vellore, successfully organized a World Record Event on Mass Haemoglobin
